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Discover Drama – Superstars, with Emily Bagnell
Mondays 10:30am – 11:30am
3rd May – 7th June
 
Ever wondered what its like to be a superstar? In this drama course learners will flex their imaginations, stretch their artistic skills, delve deep into their own ambitions and develop their Superstar Selves. As a group we will look at some famous superstars, their character traits and slowly design and evolve our own to present to the group.

Lets Design – Discover Painting, with Bela Kielt
Mondays 2:00pm – 3:00pm
3rd May – 7th June
 
During this course, students will be able to discover more about painting. They will be able to gain new or further experience through a variety of tasks using many techniques. This course will enable all learners to look at many artists and paintings throughout time from classic to modern art.

30 Days of Drawing, with Correne Preston
Tuesdays 10:30am – 11:30am
4th May – 15th June (inc. 1/2 term break)
Learners will continue to develop their coloured pencil drawing skills, learning new techniques and mastering existing ones. Each week on Zoom we will focus on a specific drawing skill/technique, using flowers as our inspiration. Learners will then have a week to continue their drawing and practise that week’s skill in their sketchbook. Learners will be given some blending solution, a drawing specific craft knife, a white pencil, a sketch pad and a selection of flower photos for use in the lessons. Those new to the course need to have their own supply of coloured pencils (12 is fine), at least a B and 2B graphite pencils, an eraser and a pencil sharpener. Access to a small variety of flowers would be useful – these can be any flowers you have at home, including daisies/buttercups/dandelions. These will predominantly be for learners’ home working activities.

Spring Into Summer, with Aileen Wright
Tuesdays 10:30am – 11:30am
4th May – 8th June
 
Spring into Summer will be a celebration of the Greening of the land. We will be spending time outdoors in nature and in gardens observing the arrival of summer with mindful awareness. The group will be encouraged to draw outside as much as possible – enjoying being in the moment. We will take rubbings from stones and tree bark, use found items to draw and make marks with and explore different ways of drawing and recording what we see. Students will build up a sketchbook of raw material from which to develop their own unique piece of mixed media artwork. There will also be a focus on poetry, song lyrics and other writings about nature that move and inspire us and students are invited to share their own poems and creative writing. Perhaps some will incorporate words into their artwork. Early in the course, when the moon allows, we will also plant seeds together: fragrant, bee-friendly herbs that can be planted in gardens or window boxes for us and the insects to enjoy in late summer.

Inspired by India , with Lizzie Godden
Tuesdays 1:45pm – 2:45pm
4th May – 15th June (inc. 1/2 term break)
 
Indian culture is full of vibrant colour and pattern, which has influenced art and fashion throughout the world. We’ll be looking at exquisite embroidery, tassels, henna skin decorations and the use of shining recycled items to make embellishments. You’ll receive a bag full of exciting, bright and colourful materials.

Printmaking Without a Press, with Melanie Clarke
Thursdays 10:30am – 11:30am
6th May – 10th June
 
An introduction to printmaking using methods easily done at home with minimal equipment. We will explore printing with different surfaces incorporating relief printing, stamp printing with hand made blocks and vegetables! Try monoprinting making layered coloured images using drawing and stencils. This will be a course encouraging playing, experimentation and invention emphasizing that nothing is wrong! What you will have at the end is a vocabulary that could enable card making, invitations, parcel labels and tags as well as prints to go in a frame.

Re-Imagining Still Life, with Melanie Clarke
Thursdays 1:00am -2:00pm
6th May – 10th June
 
Six sessions are to run on consecutive weeks using objects familiar to everyone and perhaps mean something to each learner. This will be the starting point to explore some different ways of representation. The ‘still life’ could be made from stones and shells collected on the beach, flowers and seed heads found in the garden, a favourite mug or even a pair of shoes! The same thing or group of things will be used for each of the 6 sessions exploring different ways of representation by using different media.


Exploring Paper Weaving, with Helen Parkinson
Fridays 12:00pm – 1:00pm
6th May – 10th June
 
This term we will be going beyond warp and weft. In this weaving class we will be looking at incorporating diagonal woven elements into plain weave, adding loops and twists to our weaving to create 3D features and playing with random weave. We will be exploring hexagonal plaiting or ‘hex weave’ and we will also be taking a playful look at triaxial weaving. We will explore two different ways to make a round woven vessel using flat material.

Peculiar Portraits – One Step Beyond, with Warren Day
Fridays 2:00pm -3:00pm
7th May – 11th June
Have fun experimenting with a range of mixed media to produce some strange and unusual interpretations of portraits.  This term we will explore more new, unconventional and unusual ways to produce a portrait. We will look at other artists who have explored this subject and develop our own work in response using a mixture of 2D and 3D related workshops.


Discover Drama – Dramatic Design, with Emily Bagnall
Mondays 10:30am – 11:30am
14th June – 19th July
 
Looking at the world of traditional design for drama, we will put together a range of exciting items such as posters, leaflets, fliers, props. This course will reflect the drama course at Artspace and learners may well enjoy being on both. Each week we will work on a creative project using mixed media such as colouring pencils, pens, paints, papers and the odd surprise

Experimental Acrylics, with Warren Day
Fridays 10:30am – 11:30am
18th June – 23rd July
 
Acrylic painting is a relatively new medium and many artists feel they can experiment more freely.  Together with fast drying times, acrylics can be dripped, poured, sprayed, scraped and scrubbed amongst many other techniques. Enjoy exploring the possibilities of this medium to produce unusual, experimental and innovative acrylic outcomes.
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
